expenses.

The New Zealand Health and Disability Act (2000), requires that all District Health Boards work to:
(a) “Ensure the provision of services for its resident population and for other people as specified
in its crown funding agreement
(b) Actively investigate, facilitate, sponsor and develop co-operative and collaborative
arrangements with persons in the health and disability sector or in any sector to improve,
promote and protect the health of people and to promote the inclusion and participation in
society and independence of people with disabilities”

Counties Manukau District Health Board, in addition to provision of hospital services, contracts with
approximately 400 other providers. The largest proportion of these funds are for Primary Health
Organisations (PHO), that deliver General Practice services, Non-Government Organisations (NGO),
and business entities (such as Residential Care providers and Pharmacists). This enables the effective
delivery of a range of health services to our population in our communities.

Summary details of the types and numbers of DHB contracted (non-health board) providers receiving
Counties Manukau DHB funding in FY 2017/18 are below (Table 1). These providers all deliver direct
primary (Community-based) health services. CM Health also directly provides some community
based and ambulatory services, especially for mental health, child and youth and community nursing.

Outsourced services to supplement DHB-provided Hospital (secondary services) service provision
(e.g. for elective surgical procedures and diagnostics) are not included in the Non-health board
providers expenses reporting component of the Annual Report. These arrangements are managed
within operational budgets in the DHB hospital services.

In addition, there are a significant number of entities and individuals who hold “Section-88

Agreements” with DHBs to provide community health services on a regular or intermittent basis,
including primarily Lead Maternity Carers, but also some optometry funding.
