The following can be attributed to Drew Bingham, the lead scientist for the Our atmosphere
and climate 2020 report:

 

·         The sites discussed in OAC2020 were not ranked in order of rate of change in
days with very high or extreme fire danger.

·         The fire danger at the Gore site has remained low, though it is one of six sites
identified as having a very likely increasing trend. Of those six, further analysis
shows Gore had the lowest increase in the number of days per year with very
high or extreme fire danger. The data shows this increase was very likely
between 0 and 1.7 days per decade from 1997 to 2019.

·         Gore and Invercargill had three or less days per year on average with very high or
extreme fire danger between 1997-2019. In comparison, sites like Tara Hills, Lake
Tekapo, and Blenheim had an annual average of more than a month’s worth of days
with very high or extreme fire danger.
