Please note, in the Dominion Post article of 31d1&014, Philippa Lagan states that the stairs, not
the overbridge, are structurally sound. The Kaiakdrara train station overbridge and the stairways
(which provided access between the bridge andldttopms) were two separate structures, with the
overbridge dating from the middle of the twentietmtury and the stairs from 2005. It is noted in

the attached engineering report that while thederidas heavily corroded, the stairs were in good
condition.
