Terrorism is a pervasive, cross-border threat.

NZ has its own demographic, socio-cultural profile — but remains vulnerable to
terrorism for reasons common to other countries (the ubiquity of the internet,
ease of travel, presence of individuals susceptible to extremist messaging)
National terrorism threat level remains at Low.

But there are a number of individuals of concern to authorities both within New
Zealand or off-shore with the potential to return.
