primary sector focus upon school Year 0 to Year 8 and cover the whole NZ curriculum,
including science, art, English, health and physical education, learning languages,
mathematics and statistics, social sciences and technology

e The Indian Bachelor of Education curriculum only partially covers the teaching of the primary
curriculum in New Zealand

e Indian Bachelor of education qualifications only covers one or two specialist subject areas,
which only partially covers the teaching of the primary curriculum in New
Zealand. Therefore, comparability against New Zealand Primary ITE qualifications could not
be considered
