e Nominations for Te Awhi Rito were called for between 12 December 2022 and 31
January 2023 via media release and the websites and online channels of the partners
in the Te Awhi Rito initiative, being the National Library of New Zealand Te Puna
Matauranga o Aotearoa; Te Puna Foundation; Read New Zealand Te Pou Muramura;
Creative New Zealand Toi Aotearoa; and Storylines Children’s Literature Charitable
Trust Te Whare Waituhi Tamariki o Aotearoa.

e A Department of Internal Affairs media release from the National Library was issued
on 13 December 2022.

e Fourteen nominations were received, with one of these nominations received from
an organisation and thirteen from individuals. No nominations were received from Te
Puni Kokiri or the Ministry for Women, or other agencies.

e Three nominees were shortlisted. The selection process did not include interviews.
Nominations included statements provided by the nominators as well as links and
references.
