1. In case of a positive case of Covid-19 at the University of Auckland, you will receive an email from the HSW Trace Lead, Howard Fox (027 2367797), or the Secondary Lead, Angus Clark (027 2092763). Acknowledge the email as soon as you receive it.

2. Open the ‘Covid-19 Contacts’ file and the ‘Checkin Template’ in R:\\ CAM Strategy Group\Covid-19 works\Access Control.

3. You should receive the name of the positive case and the dates of concern from the HSW Trace Lead or Secondary Lead as well as Checkin data for the dates of concern from Jo Batchelor.

4. Copy the Checkin data and paste it into the ‘Paste In’ sheet of the Checkin Template.

5. Copy the data in the ‘General’ sheet of the Checkin Template and paste it into the ‘Covid-19 Contacts’ file.

6. Close the Checkin data file and the Checkin Template.

7. Sort the ‘Covid-19 Contacts’ file by date and building.

8. Filter the relevant dates in the date field and search for the name of the positive case in the Name field. Apply a filter to the names field.

9. Open the ‘Positive Case Location Request’ file in R:\\ CAM Strategy Group\Covid-19 works\Access Control. 

10. Copy the results and paste them into the ‘Positive Case Location Request’ file. Save the ‘Positive Case Location Request’ file and send it to the Trace Lead or Secondary Lead as appropriate. Upload the file to Microsoft Teams\Pandemic Contact Tracing Team\General.

11. Remove the filter from the Names field in the ‘Covid-19 Contacts’ file but keep the date filter. Add a filter to the Building field to include only those buildings that the positive case has entered during the period of concern.

12. Open the ‘Building Occupant Request Template’ in R:\\ CAM Strategy Group\Covid-19 works\Access Control.

13. Copy the data from the ‘Covid-19 Contacts’ file and paste it into the ‘Building Occupant Request Template’. Add a column to the ‘Building Occupant Request Template’ after the Name column and label it ‘Phone number’.

1. Context

During a requirement to contact trace due to a pandemic such as Covid-19, the University will be required to provide initial contact tracing data when requested by Auckland Regional Public Health (ARPHS).  

The process covers requests for Staff, Student, Contractor and/or visitor cases.

3. Privacy of information

During a requirement to contact trace due to a pandemic such as Covid-19, detailed privacy of data is difficult to maintain due to the speed of activity required to get names and personal contact information for students/staff etc.  

The following is expected however:

a) Documents in the Contact Tracing Team set (Microsoft Teams) will likely hold personal contact information for staff, students or others.

b) Persons who have access to this Teams set should be aware of UoA privacy requirements, and not distribute these documents further and redact names/contract details wherever possible if information were sent outside the contact trace team.

c) Persons assigned to this Team set are only required to have access for the purpose of assisting contract tracing and the documentation of.

d) Information sent to IMT should also redact names and contact details wherever possible (unless there are specific requests around class information, names – from relevant groups such as campus life, HR) (Refer below for IMT template for contact)

e) Information given to ARPHS contacts such as names, class data, phone numbers for staff students would have the expectation of privacy (under Public Health Act)

f) Names and details for cases are not expected to be given to 3rd parties eg TEC (They are required to be informed that a case exists however)



5. IMT notification template

In order to maintain university operations under the pandemic plan, the IMT (either an existing IMT or newly informed) will need to know about a case where contact tracing has been requested by ARPHS.  

Information should be included in a template similar to the following, with no direct names, genders or phone numbers

“A case of [DISEASE/VIRUS] has been reported to the HSW team by ARPHS as of [DATE][TIME], and a request for contact tracing with a [SITUATION REQUEST].

The contact tracing process has begun.

The case involves a Staff Member/Student/Contractor/Visitor 

The information we currently have is that it is limited to [FACULTY/CAMPUS], and dates of concern are [DATE/S]

We expect to have more of an update in approx [X HOURS]”

Any other relevant information given by public health, including their immediate recommendations, plans to attend campus etc would also be included.  Refer below for examples of situation requests eg Building Occupation Request



6. Situation requests

1. The following outlines the process to data gathering, assuming each of these situations:

a. Single location request

Staff member name given, and request is for ‘supply a list of all places this person has been at UoA’ within a data range.

Assumptions:

1. Timeframe would be expected as 1-2 hours to complete template from notification.

2. No phone numbers/personal data required to be gathered

3. Data Analyst can easily determine UoA ID of person(s) (if they have not been give it) etc from access, check-in data, exchange address book or other common tools

4. Property services asset team manage the process to take records from the Access Control system and combine them (this process is not included here currently)

B: Building occupant request

2. We equate ‘locations’ as ‘buildings’ for UoA tracing information but this may require further consideration at the time.

3. We do not include (in first tracing template provided) any additional spaces such as retail, open areas or other locations UoA doesn’t actively receive tracing data (whether or not it also has NZ Covid Tracer, or other retail or 3rd party contact trace data).

4. We are expected to provide, Name, Contact Phone Number, Time and date of location entry for each person.

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COVID-19: ‘First case’ communications plan



Summary

· In the event of a ‘first case’ of COVID-19 being confirmed on one of our campuses, our response will be one of ‘full disclosure’, i.e. communicating all known information quickly and widely (while respecting personal privacy) to prevent unnecessary speculation.

· We anticipate that confirmation of a first case will come from the Auckland Regional Public Health Service (ARPHS) to our Health, Safety & Wellbeing team (Angus Clark/Howard Fox), although this might not be the case depending on the circumstances.

· The tabled below outlines the steps and action to be completed, and in this order of priority. With framework messages already drafted and only needing specific details dropped in once known (where, when, how etc.) the aim is to complete these steps within a 20 minute time frame.

· For simplicity, the comms response will be broadly the same regardless of whether it is a student or staff member who is confirmed as the first case, with some additions (e.g. student accommodation) if it’s a student.

We are contacting you to advise that a student living on your floor has tested positive for COVID-19.

· While we await confirmation of next steps from the Ministry and ARPHS, we ask that you begin self-isolation measures. Your residential team will be in contact with you to go over the logistics of this, but you should familiarise yourself with the guidelines for self-isolating as outlined by the ministry of health.

We know that this is a difficult message to receive, but know that we are here to support you and want you to let us know if there is anything we can do to make this as easy for you as possible.

We ask that due to the sensitivity of this situation, and so that we as a community can continue to support each other, the privacy of the resident is maintained and respected. 



Email for – confirmed case within a residence (immediate hall wide)

Dear (entire residence),

We are contacting you to advise that a student living in your residence has tested positive for COVID-19.

We understand that this may be of concern to you, but please be assured that we are working closely with Auckland Regional Public Health Service (ARPHS) and acting according to their protocols. 

The University and Accommodation Services (?) have detailed contingency plans in place to respond to different situations that may arise as a result of COVID-19. They will be actioned depending on the circumstances and any directives from the Ministries of Health and Education. 

Contact tracing processes will be undertaken and those staff and students likely to have come into direct contact with this person will be contacted as part of the process. If you have not been contacted in relation to this case, it is because you have not been deemed to have been at risk of exposure by the ARPHS.

What does contact-tracing involve? 

The public health services use contact-tracing to identify people who may have been exposed to an infectious disease by being in contact with a confirmed case. There are two types of ‘contacts’ – close contacts and casual contacts. A close contact is defined by the Ministry of Health as “anyone who has been close to someone with COVID-19. This can mean living in the same house or spending more than 15 minutes close to someone with COVID-19 such as on a flight, bus or train or in your workplace”.



The public health services will give advice to individuals experiencing both contact types on what they need to do. For more information on this process, visit the MoH website. 



What should I do if I suspect I’ve had contact with the confirmed case but haven’t yet been contacted as part of contact-tracing?

First, you should self-isolate and then ring Healthline on 0800 358 5453 for advice. Information for people who have had close contact with a suspected case of COVID-19 can be found on the Ministry of Health website.



[bookmark: _Hlk35761077]What is the University’s hygiene response and associated actions now we have our first COVID-19 case on Campus?

The University will immediately evacuate the affected area(s) and commence a deep sanitising clean. The area(s) will likely be closed for up to 72 hours, but this will be dependent on the size of contaminated area(s). The University will arrange alternative work and study spaces for staff and students affected by a closure of this kind if needed. Staff and students will be contacted to explain these changes.



The University will follow Auckland Regional Public Health direction for any deep sanitation that is required. This will very likely include a track and trace process to identify those who may have had close contact with anyone affected by COVID-19. The University has specially trained and experienced contractors who will lead on this effort. They will use Centre for Disease Control approved disinfection products which are held in stock ready to deploy. The sanitation cleaning process will provide complete coverage of surfaces that are often missed or difficult to disinfect including monitors, keyboards and all other high touch areas in an area. This same process has been used for sanitation cleans in Auckland public hospitals for a number of years.



Anyone directly affected by such an incident will be provided with regular updates by their faculty, service division or through other channels in the University communications system as appropriate.
