Question one

The next public citizenship ceremony currently for Christchurch is scheduled for 29 April 2024.
As of 21 February 2024, there are no other ceremonies scheduled and the Christchurch City
Council will confirm further dates in due course.

| can advise that each ceremony is allocated on average between 300 to 320 people depending
on the waitlist.

After New Zealand citizenship is approved, a ceremony will usually take place within 2to 5
months. Candidates are usually advised 4 weeks before their ceremony. More information
about ceremonies can be found at: www.govt.nz using the search ‘citizenship ceremonies’.

Question two

There are currently 595 candidates on the Christchurch ceremony waitlist.
