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e A PUMP is a typical fire appliance, typically with a crew of four firefighters.

e A SUPPT is a support unit, typically an Operational Support Vehicle used for scene control
and supporting the firefighters at the incident.

e A COMU is a Command Unit and typically used to take a lead role at a larger incident,
coordinating across multiple crews/appliances and potentially with other agencies.

In summary, the number and types of appliances at an incident of any given alarm level structure
fire for this zone would be:
