The board recently Licensed [[gafter the NZIS gave him a certificate of competency.

| was his supervising LCS, however | did not read his projects nor endorse him as required to pass the professional
interviews.

| found out he’d forged my signature on the form, so contacted the NZIS panel and asked them to remove the form
— which apparently was done.

I don’t want to officially complain about g however | would like it noted that | did not endorse a recommendation
for him to become licensed. In fact, | talked to him about the surveying he does for us and what jobs he believes
we sufficiently completed that would enable endorsements. The jobs he put forward have all had to be reworked
before I'd sign them off — the definition is sub-standard and surveys need repeating.

I’'m struggling with another survey he did for us before he left — and will need to send the survey party back out on
another job of his before I’'m satisfied enough to sign the plan.

| would recommend an audit on his first few plans.
