The below Appendix provides the number of clients in the New Plymouth District
as at month end June 2024.

In order to protect client privacy, some values are suppressed and are
represented by 'S’. The Ministry is unable to provide you with the exact number
as releasing this information is likely to risk identifying the individuals concerned.
As such, this information is withheld under section 9(2)(a) of the Act. The need
to protect the privacy of these individuals outweighs any public interest in the
information.

In addition, please note the names of registered suppliers are the name of the
supplier’s parent company, which isn't always the same as the accommodation
itself. Registered suppliers providing accommodation in different locations may
have different trading names but receive payment as a single registered supplier.

On 21 July 2021 you emailed further and asked:
e Is this information for New Plymouth city or New Plymouth district?

I can confirm the information provided is for the New Plymouth District.
