o What is the Corporations strategy for an affordable scheme with the now loss of income
since the reduction of car registration.

Our Response
ACC can confirm that there is no objective to reduce the amount of Claimants by either 30% or any

other percentage.

As you may be aware, ACC operates the ACC Scheme on a “fully funded” model. This means we
collect enough money during each levy year to cover the full lifetime costs of every claim occurs in
that year. Current funding position and a recent change in our funding policy means that we can
lower the Motor Vehicle levy. You can read more about this in our Funding policy and smoothing

If levies were not reduced then the funding position would have continued to increase above the
funding target. We expect the Motor Vehicle levy to increase again in future levy years due to rising
healthcare costs.
