Sciatica, however | am unsure whether there is a
more specific Read Code that covers irritation and or the lesion of the sciatic nerve
caused by the spasming of, or trauma to the piriformis muscle which is located in the
buttocks.

The best Read code that ACC can use in its claim management system for the diagnosis of
ICD10 code G57 Lesion of sciatic nerve would be ACC Read code F350 Sciatic nerve
lesion. There is no specific reference to piriformis in any ACC Read codes.
