Wellington City Council is involved in numerous

The Council is also subject to a wide range of legal
obligations and Te Tiriti o Waitangi considerations.
These obligations may be the foundations for
organisational policy and delivery but on their own
they don’t adequately emphasise the importance of
Te Tiriti, the partnership with Maori and the critical
value that this unique relationship can bring to the
city both domestically and internationally.

To help us in the revitalisation of te reo Maori we have
identified two key objectives

1. Te reo Maori for Wellington: Strong and
empowered te reo communities and effective
Maori participation. As kaitiaki of te reo Maori, this
includes effective Maori participation, perspective
and wellbeing.

2. Te reo Maori for Wellington City Council:
An enabled organisation. We want an organisation
where everyone understands the importance of
te reo Maori and feels supported in learning and
using it. Te reo Maori is valued here.

The language planning goals from Te Taura Whiri i te
Reo Maori, the Maori Language Commission provide
for five domains covering:

A. Critical Awareness;
B. Status;

C. Use;

D. Acquisition; and

E. Corpus.
